• What: A program that offers many classes that 
run during the school year with 2 sessions (Fall 
and Spring) that consist of 28 weeks in total.

• Where: Akron Fossils and Science Center 
 

• Why:  To engage students in many areas of 
study. 

 

• Cost:  Varies per class.  Some books are a 
requirement and must be purchased 
separately.  

 

• Payment Plan:  After the initial $100 deposit, 
payments can be made throughout the year in 7 
monthly installments. 

 

• Discounts:  A 10% sibling discount is available 
for each child after the first on any full-day 
registrations.

models in historical and operational science.  
These models do include Creation Science, 

Intelligent Design, and Catastrophism. 
 

Our Simply Science and Studies classes teach 
with an open mind and encourage critical 

thinking, allowing the students to decide for        
themselves in complicated areas of          

understanding. 

 

• Each Simply Science and Studies class includes 
hands-on learning and take home assigments.        
Homework is encouraged for greater retention. 

  

• Testing is done to encourage mastery.  
 

• A report card will be given at the end of each 
session to showcase the child’s learning 
achievements in a continually positive manner. 

 

• Classes can get messy at times.  Please dress 
accordingly. 

 

• Each class has a minimum registration of 10 
students.  If this minimum is not met, the class 
may be cancelled at the discretion of the   
instructor.   

 

• Class rotations max out at 18 students.  Please 
secure your spot early.  All registrations are 
final.  No refunds will be given and full      
payment of all classes will be required even if 
a drop out occurs. 

 

• Parents are welcome to attend our classes at 
no extra cost or drop their child(ren) off.  If 
dropping off, please be prompt in picking up 
when class is over. 

Akron Fossils and Science Center has many other

much more!  We also have a play area for the 
younger children and a picnic area for bringing 
lunches.
